NEW KIT INFORMATION FOR 2009 
(THIS IS IMPORTANT SO PLEASE READ!) 

 
1. There are no changes in the UMCOR kits.  Remember to use the 2008 book for the items needed 

in the kits.  Remember to include in your remittance check  the $1 for toothpaste for the health 
kits.  Don’t put the dollar in the kit! 

 
2. Churches who bring baby jackets and sweaters and empty school bags DO NOT need to pay 

shipping for them.  If you want to add an additional amount to help with the shipping, that is fine, 
but you don’t need to pay $2 per item. 

 
3. There is a change in the value of the INP Knitting Kit from $12 to $15.  The items are the same. 

 
4. The rest of the INP kits are the same as last year, with two additional kits. 

 
 

DORM KIT – INP 
 

Boarding students at the church-sponsored secondary school will receive this kit, a combo of 
health/school kit, as they settle into the dorm.  Add $1 for toothpaste to be purchased later. 
 
1 large new bath towel (24” to 27” by 44” to 52”)  1 washcloth 
1 bath sized bar of soap in wrapper    6” to 8” comb, wide tooth 
1 toothbrush in original sealed package   6 unsharpened pencils with erasers 
2 spiral notebooks (10 ½” x 8”, wide rule, 3 hole,  1 hand pencil sharpener 
approximately 140 sheets total 
 
Wrap all items in the towel and secure with two heavy rubber bands.  Place in appropriate sized ziplock 
bag, push out air and seal.    Value $14 + $3 ($2 for shipping, $1 for toothpaste)  
 
 
 

BIRTHING KIT 
 

Traditional Birth Attendants and midwives deliver babies in unsanitary places in the bush, in huts and 
alongside the road.  With this kit they will have all the necessary clean and sanitary equipment to cut the 
umbilical cord while assisting with the delivery. 
 
Plastic disposable drop cloth (like used in painting) 9’ x 12’ 
2 pieces of twine 18” long     1 pair latex gloves 
2 single edge razor blades     4 - 4” x 4” gauze squares 
4 – 2” x 2” gauze squares     6 alcohol swabs 
1 roll clear flexible adhesive tape, ¾” x 25’   1 tube antibiotic ointment (1 oz) 
 
Place items in gallon-size ziplock bag.   Value $10 + $2 for shipping 
 
Please note that many of these items are purchased in larger amounts (e.g., gloves in boxes of 50) so 
churches are encouraged to make multiple birthing kits.

The quilt/woodcraft auction cashier will have available an “Acknowledgement of Donation” form for the buyers when 
they pay the cashier after the auction.  This donation form MAY be needed by the buyer of any large item 
depending on the purchase price, because the donation form is necessary for tax purposes only  if the buyer has 
paid more than $250 ABOVE  the Fair Market Value (appraised value) for the item.  The form attached to the 
auction item may be used to fill out the “Acknowledgement of Donation” form, which can be signed by the auction 
cashier and the site chair. 
 
The Fair Market Value (appraised value) should be determined by the donating church group for each of their 
donated items and written on the above form before the quilt or woodcraft item is brought to the Thanksgiving 
Ingathering auction site.  For most tied comforters, baby quilts, wall hangings, or other small projects, it would be 
very rare for them to bring the $250 above the appraised value that would require the “Acknowledgement of 
donation” form required for tax purposes. 
 
The following are only suggestions for appraised values for various sizes and types of quilts as the overall pleasing 
appearance, workmanship and size of quilt is very important in the price that it brings.  The tax deduction may be 
taken for any price paid above the appraised or fair market value as a donation to the Thanksgiving Ingathering. 
     Twin size Full size Queen/King 
 
Pieced and hand quilted   $300  $400  $500 
Pieced and machine quilted  $175  $200  $300 
Pieced and tied    $75  $100  $150 
Whole cloth and hand quilted  $100  $200  $300 
Whole cloth and machine quilted $75  $125  $150 
Whole cloth and tied   $60  $75  $100 
 
The best way to get a good price for a quilt or woodcraft piece is to display it in your local church and community.  
Almost all of the highest bids for a given item have come from a local church member or person from the 
community.  In small towns, some stores are happy to display your projects in their store windows, and the local 
newspaper may be willing to take a picture of your group with the quilt or other item and write an article for the local 
paper.

GUIDELINES FOR REMITTANCE FORM, 
SHIPPING AND REPORTING 

 
 
1. NOTE: This Remittance Form should be used for Thanksgiving Ingathering reporting by your church Ingathering 
team and church treasurer. It is NOT the intent to send new forms in September 2009. This will be the form used 
for 2009. 
  
2. Please copy this form and bring your original plus the extra copy to the site you attend on Thanksgiving 
Ingathering day.  Be sure to keep a copy for your church’s records. 
  
3. All kits are to be packaged by type in separate boxes or bags but not sealed. They will be repacked in uniform 
boxes at the site. Do NOT mix kit types. Please note on the outside of each box the number and type of kit 
enclosed. Pack only complete kits. 
  
4. All cash/checks should be turned in with the remittance form. No cash or checks should be put in the boxes 
or kits.  We are encouraging churches to send $2 per kit to defray shipping expenses. Include the amount on your 
Remittance Form. It is strongly preferred that one check be written to "Thanksgiving  
Ingathering" and accompany the Remittance Form that will be delivered to the Site Treasurer. 
  
5. Include only those gifts on your Remittance Form that are brought to the Ingathering. Do not include any gifts 
previously contributed to projects through the Conference Treasurer's Office. Be sure any money intended for the 
Thanksgiving Ingathering submitted directly to the Conference is identified as a Thanksgiving Ingathering gift. 
  
6. Cash sent to Conference and identified for Thanksgiving Ingathering will be given credit. Cash-giving submitted 
directly to the Conference SHOULD NOT be reported on the REMITTANCE FORM. 
  
7. Credit for in kind donations will appear on your Voucher Credit Report from the Conference Office and in the 
Conference Journal Report of Benevolences. In kind donations will not appear on your monthly remittance 
statement. The Voucher Credit Report is sent to each church treasurer in December.  
 
8. In kind donations to the Ingathering qualify as World Hunger/Poverty or Local donations when figuring Rainbow 
Covenant participation credit. Cash donations to the Ingathering qualify according to the Rainbow Covenant 
Workbook. 
  
9. Each bazaar item must be tagged with the church number and price. Auctioned quilts and woodcraft items 
require the form referred to as QUILT/WOODCRAFT FORM in the booklet be completed and attached to each 
item.
